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                                                    Abstract 

The global data communication system – Internet, is a phenomenon which cannot be neglected in modern day life. A phenomenon which altered not only the possibilities and style of communicating but affected deep-rooted and fundamental human values like education and more specifically literacy. 

The ability to read and write is the formal act of literacy. The initially acquired ability/skill of coding verbal speech and decoding of thoughts, preserved by letters, consistently evolves through the festivity of exploring new and diverse dimensions of knowledge to the joy of reading and writing as a creative act. 

Bulgarian children spend quite a few hours in the Internet, browsing, reading or communicating with coevals. How are their reading and writing skills affected? Are they “archaic” or modern components of education in the context of school childhood? Is the World Web destroying or stimulating the desire for reading and creating own texts? What determines the alteration and adaptation to modern forms of communication? 

An answer to all the above questions has been given by an experimental research of speech act of 12-13 year old Bulgarian students. The results obtained were analyzed in relation to Vygotsky's speech act theory, they are considered with the idea that the child is a reader who has chosen its own way of progress, that literacy in contemporary society is a possibility and ability of making a choice – to choose the necessary and separate the unnecessary from the immense amount of information, preserved and stored by mankind in real libraries and virtual ones on the Internet.
